We encourage you to have your
children walk to their classrooms themselves after you drop them off in the morning. It
instills a sense of independence for them.

% HELPFUL REMINDERS

The beginning of the school year is a great time fo remind students and parents
about general procedures followed at school each da\/. These will help ensure a
successtul da\/ and year for children, families, and teachers. Thank \/ou\.

@ Look through your childs backpack and go over the items sent home each da\/ with
your child.

@ Help your child remember fo return papers as they are due.

@ Help your child arrive fo school on fime.

@ Call the office H02-637-0204 each day your child will be fardy or absent.

o Sign in at the office and wear a visitor's badge every time you are in the building
@ Deliver forgotten items to the office, not the classroom.

@ Send a note with your child if he/she is doing something different after school (car-
pooling instead of walking, etc)

@ Come into the office to sign your student out during the da\/.

@ NO DOGS ON SCHOOL GROUNDS

Just a reminder that dogs are not allowed on school grounds when school is in session.
Even the most well-mannered dogs, when surrounded b\/ little hands and loud voices of
children, may react in a way that we would not expect. In addition, some of our children
are allergic to dogs. Thank you for your help with this!
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% TRAFFC REMINDERS @

I¥'s no secret that Spring Ridge Elementary is not the easiest to navigate when
dropping and picking up children. Even veteran Spring Ridge parents find it easy
to forget the specifics of daily drop-off and pick-up. The utmost priority is the
safety of our children. One accident at the school is one too many.

Here are a few basic reminders:
Morning Drop-off Procedures -
1. Students may be dropped off curbside between the designated orange cones at the front of
the building, A\wa\/s enter the drive from the east and remain in the right lane (curbside).
Keep moving forward as far as possible. Please stop on\\/ once between the orange cones.
2. Students may be dropped off along the west curb of 178th Street. Note T78th Street is a
one-way north between the hours of 7.00 AM-2.00 AM. and 2:00 PM-400 PM. Students
may use the sidewalks along the staff parking lot or the sidewalk along the front of the
building to bring them to the appropriate entrance Please do not use the staff parking lot to
drop off or pick up students.
Afternoon Pick-up Procedures:
1. Students are 1o be picked up curbside at the front entrance of the building A\wa\/s enter
the front drive from the east and remain in the right lane (curbside). Keep moving forward
as far as possible, picking up children between designated cones. Please do not use the drive-
through lane for picking up children Students are not allowed o walk through traffic Please
do not leave your car unattended if you are parked curbside as this disrupts the flow of

Traffic.

2. Students may be picked up along the west curb of 178th Street.

Please do not park in front of a safety crosswalk This places our safety patrol
students in a dangerous position. The parked cars can obstruct the view of s

on-coming traffic. Thank \/ou\. -

teacher. If the teacher is unable to take your call, we will g\ad\\/ leave them a message
1o return your call at their earliest convenience.

If wishing to meet in person with a teacher, please schedule an appointment in advance.
Often, teachers feel bad when a parent arrives at school to confer with them and they
cannot meet with that parent due to other demands and responsibilities placed upon
them. By scheduling an appointment they will be prepared to meet with you to address
your questions and/or concerns.

~Physical and Immunization Requirements~
Nebraska law requires that all school children have a physical examination upon entry into
school, at seventh grade, and when transferring from an out-of-state school. Students
must also provide proof of a visual evaluation to include testing for amblyopia, strabismus,
internal and external eye health and visual acuity upon entry into school and when
transferring from an out-of-state school. The law also requires your child be immunized
and provide proof of immunization before attending classes. All 7th grade students are
required to have a Tdap vaccine. Please visit this link: Summary of the School Immunization
Rules and Regulations to view specific vaccine requirements for the age of your child. If
you have not turned in your Kindergarten, 7th grade, or new out-of-state student’s
paperwork, please do so ASAP.

~Medication Policy~
If your student requires any medication (over-the-counter and/or prescription) while at
school, each medication must have a Medication Authorization Form signed by the parent
and a physician before we can administer. All medications must be unexpired and
provided in the original packaging and/or pharmacy container. For prescription
medications, please only provide a maximum of 30 day supply at a time. All medication
must be dropped off in the office by a parent or guardian. Also, if you believe your student
is capable of managing their own inhaler or epi pen while at school, here is the link for the
Self-management Of Asthma and Severe Allergy (Anaphylaxis) at School Consent/release
form.

~Students with Asthma, Severe Allergies, Diabetes, and/or Seizures~
If your child has asthma, severe allergies, diabetes, and/or seizures, and you have not yet
done so, please submit an Action Plan signed by your physician. Plans must be updated
annually.

~Sick Child Policy~
Just a reminder to monitor your child for symptoms of illness and to keep them home if
they have any of the following: fever >100.0, vomiting, diarrhea, rash, head lice, eye
infection. Students must be free of these conditions for 24 hours before returning to
school.
